Made of 70D 3oz Nylon Taffeta, Fastpack Footprints provide a perfectly sized
protective tarp to utilize beneath Sierra Designs’ tents to reduce wear and tear on the tent floor. The Baku, Baku 2 Baku 3, Sirius, Sirtus 3, Solomente, Hercules
Assault, Hyperfight 3, and Bedouin serfes models do not Fastpack but the footprints will greatly extend the life of the tent floor.

The blue colored stake loop is to help quickly find the orientation of the
footprint to the tent body and rain fly.

The rain fly, floor and Fastpack Footprint of all Sierra Designs tents are treated
with Tent Guard with Ultra-Fresh. It is a fungistatic agent with built-in antimi-
crabial action that prevents the growth of a range of microarganisms that can
cause odars, staining and deterioration. Ultra-Fresh helps extend the life of
our tents by protecting against degradation from fungus, mildew and bacteria
that develops when a tent is packed and stored wet,

« Spread out your footprint with the coated (shiny) side up.

® Pitch your Sierra Designs tent on top of the footprint.

* Slide the grommets on the footprint onto the locking pole tips after the pole
tips have been inserted into the tent's stake loop grommets.

HOOP DESIGN: Light Year, Clip Flashlight

 Stake out your footprint with the coated (shiny) side up. Stake out the footprint
as tightly as possible.

¢ Assemble the poles and place them in the grommets of the footprint as you
would the tent body.

» Attach the side-release buckles of the rain fly to the correspanding buckles of
the Fastpack footprint.

® Adjust the poles under the rain fly until they follow the seams on the rain fly.

 Secure the poles by wrapping the Velcro tabs located underneath the fly
around the poles.

* Stake out your footprint with the coated (shiny) side up.

* Assemble the poles and place them in the grommets of the footprint as
you would the tent body.

* Use the one-wrap Velcro strips included with your footprint to hold the
pole intersections in place to form a skeleton of the original tent.

 Drape the fly over the poles and attach the fly to the footprint as you
would to the tent body.

o Stake out the front of the vestibule. (Do use the full vestibule pole on the Stretch
Dome Expedition AST.)

e Fastpack Footprints for 4-season tents are configured to allow you to use
Jake's Corner with the Fastpack set-up.

* Follow the appropriate directions for your tent listed above.

® Girth-hitch the Jake’s Corner leash through the unused grommet on the
Fastpack Footprint.

* [nsert the pole tips of Jake's Corner into the grommeted tabs which
extend out from the corners of the footprint.

* Fix the Jake's Corner connector onto the tent pole and tighten the leash.
(DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN THE LEASH.)
