Directions for use:

1. Cut four 6" pieces of cord. Insert each end into each hole on the flat side of the
large ring. Secure the ends with knots (A). This will create cord loops for your guy
line attachments. Repeat this process with the other three rings.

2. Determine where you would like the guy line. For maximum stability, the Grip Clip
should be placed over a pole (usually there will be a seam that follows the pole).

3. On the inside of the tent or fly, position the smaller disk with the flat side toward
the fabric (attached with webbing to the swift clip) (B).

4. On the outside of the tent fly, position the large ring with the flat side away from
the tent. Pass the small disk wrapped in the fabric sideways through the hole in
the large ring (C). Straighten the disk so it fits snugly in place with the fabric
between it and the ring (D).

5. The disk should be positioned so that the Swift Clip hook is facing toward the
tent body. If the Grip Clip has been placed over a tent pole, clip the Swift Clip
onto the pole (E).

6. The remaining lengths of cord are the guy lines and should be tied to the cord
loops extending from each Grip Clip.

7. To remove the Grip Clip, Simply reverse the
above procedure.
